Criteria for Studio Membership

Studio membership is for UK based groups and organisations which provide affordable studios for visual artists. As part of their work, such groups and organisations may also provide additional facilities and opportunities for artists and the wider public. 
Studio Members should:

· provide studio or production space (including work/live space) for one or more visual artists on a regular basis (if you work alone you should apply for Individual Membership)
· offer such space/s at an affordable rent to artists
· provide such space/s mainly for the purpose of creative visual arts practice
· be groups or organisations with, or working towards, a written constitution or set of rules
· be not-for-profit groups or organisations. 
The NFASP also supports artists’ groups, those starting out as studio providers and other organisations aiming to develop affordable space for artists. For these other membership categories see the NFASP website. 
The NFASP understands that many artists cannot afford to rent studio space on the open market. Therefore, it supports the activities of studio members who strive to provide studios which artists can afford and which enable them to sustain and develop their practice, but recognises that even these affordable rents can be beyond the reach of many artists. 
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
